Size, position and number of
inclusions determine the distinction between the split grades. The descriptions below assume an expert eye
using a 10X loupe corrected for spherical aberration.

Color: The classification of body color of cut diamonds. One of the “four C’s” in diamond grading. There are
several color grading scales used throughout the world, the scale used in this report is that of the GIA. The
range is from colorless (“D”) to yellow, brown or grey (“Z”), beyond is termed Fancy. The following diagram is
not literal and is for illustration purposes only.
